Lodging:	The	newly	renovated	Killington	Mountain	Lodge		is	one	mile	from	the	Snowshed	Lodge	and	lifts	with	
free	shuttle	service.	All	rooms	have	mini-fridge	and	free	Wi-Fi.	Amenities	abound	including	huge	stone	fireplaces	
and	a	20-person	luxury	hot	tub.
