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TRIP REPORT FOR SUN VALLEY, IDAHO

On Saturday March 7 an enthusiastic group of 26 PSC members met at about 4:00 AM, for a 6:00 AM
United first leg flight to Sun Valley, Idaho. We arrived at Boise about 5:00 local time, and after a local supermarket
stop for condo food and drinks and dinner we arrived at Sun Valley about 10:00 where we were met by trip captain
Jim and Edie. They had negotiated a condo upgrade for us so we got to stay at the Sun Valley Lodge’s finest
condo, which we of course thoroughly enjoyed. After our luggage was delivered to our condos and a couple of
condo switches we unpacked and rested in preparation for our Sun Valley adventure.

Sun Valley is a first class place. All their ski lodges, as you can see in Danny T”s pictures are gorgeous.
Their food was delicious and their prices reasonable, you didn’t feel like you were being robbed like at some places.
The view at the top of the mountain from Seattle Ridge Lodge was awesome, like something you see in Europe,
with rugged snow covered peaks stretching in the distance.

For skier with mid to advanced ability, Sun Valley is a great ski area. However, the slopes labeled green on
the main mountain are not for beginners just wandering off the learner’s slope. In fact they are of a comparable
pitch to what Virginia areas would call black diamond. However they do have a gentler, separate area called Dollar
Mountain that several of our group enjoyed. This is truly a world-class resort with about 3,400 ft. of vertical, long
runs and magnificent bowls. | would guess about a fourth of our group skied some of the tougher bowls. They all
said it was not so much the steepness, but the sheer length of the runs that took their flatlander legs away. The
weather was beautiful, with bright sunshine and temperatures starting in the low teens at lift opening and going up to
the high twenties every day except Friday. Friday was somewhat warmer reaching the low forties. However, even
on that day the snow did not turn to slush.

Some of the non-ski, group highlights were the wonderful welcome party Sun Valley threw for the ski clubs.
They promoted this as a ski club week with a NASTAR club race on Thursday. The party had free and plentiful wine
and beer as well as a steady supply of snacks and fruits. They gave a number of door prizes won by several of our
group. Mary Jo Liber got a pair of Scott Ski poles, Clive VanOrden got a pair of hot red goggles, and one of our VA
Beach doctors got a silver Sun Valley pendant. We definitely can’t omit the Wednesday gourmet group dinner at the
Ram’s Head. There is not one group member | spoke to who did not have high praise for their meal selection.

Leonard Credeur tells an interesting story. He says that at the beginning of the week, when meeting people
on the lift, they exchanged were they were from, how long they were staying and such. That changed toward the
end of the week. When he told people were he was from, they all looked at him impressed and asked if he knew
