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PSC Taos, NM Trip 2010 Report

Saturday, Jan. 9 — Saturday, Jan. 16

Skiing in New Mexico? Yes! The Rocky Mountains reach into northern NM, and Taos is actually very snowy, challenging
and high — the village is at 9200 ft. and the slopes rise above that to over 11,800 ft.

The trip started off with a common PSC drill: Wee hours of Saturday morning at Norfolk airport, happy greetings and
baggage hustle. Sonny somehow arranged for Delta not to charge us for the luggage, but it was early and not everyone
got in on the deal. We flew to Atlanta and on to Albuquerque. Then vans to Santa Fe for lunch and a very brief look-
around. It looked worthy of its own visit i
sometime. Then on through the town of Taos
and another half hour or so to Taos Ski Valley
and the Snakedance Condos. We were
greeted with wine and cheese and a briefing
on everything-you-could-possibly-want-to-
know about skiing Taos. Some of us were still
wondering how the altitude on the mountain
above would affect us.

24 PSCers started Sunday morning with the
first of the daily breakfasts in the condo’s
dining room and a short walk to the lift. Each
day on the slopes was sunny and gorgeous!
We didn't get the famous Rockies powder
dump, but all the greens, blues and a few
blacks were packed powder and groomed
every day. The groomed blacks had moguls
off to the side where a skier who doesn't ol e o :
know if he/she’s a blue or a black can go in and out of the bumps. That's such a great lay-out for raising your skiing to the
next level. And, virtually no lift lines!

The trip package included “Ski Week” — a special deal on daily
lessons. Generally, it seemed everybody thought the lessons
were well done and well worth the effort. | skied like | never have
before and, of course; | couldn’t stop raving about it. | tested last
winter's broken shoulder by skiing off a lip and failing to stick the
landing. Red faced in front of the whole class, shoulder fine, |
didn’t give it another thought. One group, “Tod’s Harem,” was
almost all PSC ladies who skied noticeably better after practicing
the “human slalom.” The wacko group (cleverly disguised as the
“non-aggressive” level 7 group), including Dallas and “Air Danny,
hiked a half hour from the top of the lift to the ridge and skied the
double diamonds. Dallas reports that the “ridge summit had
breath-taking views to the north of Kachina Peak (12,481") and
other mountains, and to the south, the valley where on a clear day
one can see the towns of Taos and Santa Fe.”
