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Engelberg, Switzerland
March 5-13, 2010

Thirty-five PSC members traveled to the small Swiss town of Engelberg (engel means angel) and discovered that it
was aptly named. The town at 3500 feet is surrounded by mountains that soar to 10,000 feet. In addition to skiing,
a major attraction is the large Benedictine monastery that many of us toured at various times during the week.

Most of us arrived in Zurich early on Saturday
morning. (Two couples traveled separately the next
day). Snow started almost immediately, with a total
accumulation of about 8 inches. After a narrated 90
minute bus trip, we arrived at the Terrace Hotel, a
large 100-year-old hotel on the side of one of the
mountains overlooking the town. The hotel is linked
to the town by 2 elevators and a long tunnel. Hotel
personnel seemed a bit surprised to see us so early,
but set about getting our rooms ready as soon as
possible.

The first night we were introduced to the themed dinners that we were to enjoy every night. These were giant
buffets with wonderful breads, salads, soups, cheeses, main dishes, and various chefs’ stations. In addition, an
entire room was dedicated to desserts. Included themes were Maritime, Swiss, Pacific-Asian, and Vampire!
Breakfast buffets were equally bountiful. We also received coupons good for lunch at 4 locations on Mount Titlis.
This was very important when we discovered that a bowl of soup could cost as much as $15. Many of us made
sure that we were back in the hotel by 4:00 when cake and other goodies were served. Not surprisingly, all of our
clothes were a bit tighter at the end of the week!!

Our first ski day was Sunday and we rushed to the slopes to find conditions very crowded. In addition to the new
snow and weekend crowds, high winds had shut down some lifts, so we were all funneled onto just a few slopes.
The day was not wasted since we did get oriented to the mountain and saw some unusual sights, like a full band
including several sousaphones playing outside the Igloo Village near the top of the first cable car.

The top of
the mountain is a real tourist attraction with many nonskiers going to the observation deck to see the stunning
views of the Alps. There is also a restaurant, a gift store selling Swatch watches, and a glacier cave with colorful
lights. Before entering the walkways through the glacier cave, you get to select your preferred music!
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Skiing was excellent most days as long as you avoided the
cloud layer. The mountain had several challenging
intermediate runs. The easier runs led down into the town
of Engelberg. Off-slope skiing was popular and
challenging as well.
